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International Admissions Process

Required Information and Documents

All documents received must be official and sent directly 
from the school/testing center to the Office of International 
Admissions in separate, sealed envelopes and must be 
accompanied by official, English translations.

(Transcripts become the permanent property of Gannon 
University and cannot be returned or transferred.)

1.	 International Undergraduate Admissions Application.

2.	 Non-refundable application fee of U.S. $25.00 drawn on a 
prime U.S. bank or international money order.

3.	 Official or attested copies of academic records from each 
secondary/high school  and university(ies) attended, 
accompanied by official, English translations.

4.	 Official copies of final or national exam results needed 
to attain secondary/high school diploma, translated if 
necessary.

5.	 Official Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) 
scores or the IELTS if English is not your native language.  
A minimum score on the TOEFL exam of 550 (paper 
test), 213 (computer test), 79 (internet test), or 6.0 
on IELTS is required for admissions consideration.  
Please note: SAT amd ACT scores are not required of 
international applicants.

7.	 Affidavit of Support Form along with bank statement 
showing in U.S. dollars the funds available to pay for 
your schooling and related expenses.  This is required by 
United States immigration law for verification of financial 
resources available to meet your educational expenses.

Transfer Students

Previous courses with grades comparable to “C” or better 
will be considered for transfer to Gannon.  The dean of the 
college in which you plan to enroll completes the formal 
evaluation of transfer credits once you have applied and been 
accepted.  To expedite evaluation, forward course descriptions 
or course syllabi and an up-to-date transcript from your former 
university(ies) as soon as you receive notice of acceptance 
to Gannon.  All documents must be translated to English, if 
necessary.

The application and all supporting documents above 
must be received in order for a student’s application to be 
considered for admission.  Gannon reserves the right to defer 
the application to the following semester, if credentials and 
documents are not received in time.

1.	 Official transcripts sent directly to the Office of 
International Admissions from every college or university 
attended accompanied by official English translations.  
(An evaluation from an international evaluation agency 
may be required under certain circumstances.)

2.	 International students who have completed less than a full 
academic year of college (at least 30 semester hours) must 
also request an official transcript from their secondary/
high school, translated if necessary.

3.	 If studying here in the U.S., please submit a copy of your 
current or previous I-20s, visa, passport and I-94 card.
