(3 credits) and FREN211 (3 credits). 
 
German Language (Levels I and II) 

 A score of 50 will earn 6 credits of Level I courses and will replace GRMN111 and GRMN112. 
 A score of 60 or above will earn 12 credits and will replace GRMN111 and GRMN112 (6 credits), plus 

GRMN210 (3 credits) and GRMN211 (3 credits). 
 
Spanish Language (Levels I and II) 

 A score of 50 will earn 6 credits of Level I courses and will replace SPAN111 and SPAN112. 
 A score of 63 or above will earn 12 credits and will replace SPAN111 and SPAN112 (6 credits), plus SPAN210 

(3 credits) and SPAN211 (3 credits). 
 
CLEP will send your results to you and to the Registrar’s Office approximately two to three weeks after taking the tests.  
Upon passing the tests, the course and credits will be posted on your transcript.  The Registrar’s Office will then assess 
you $50.00 per credit.
